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St. Vrain Creek

Longmont’s St. Vrain Greenway and accompanying trail network is being 
repaired and restored as part of the Resilient St. Vrain Project. This work requires 
closing approximately 0.5 mile of the trail between South Pratt Parkway and 
Boston Avenue while making improvements to the St. Vrain Creek and replacing 
the BNSF Railroad Bridge and the Price Road pedestrian bridge across the creek.

ST. VRAIN GREENWAY TRAIL DETOUR
•	A 1.5-mile, on-street detour around this construction area 
has been developed and clearly marked with signs to safely 
route pedestrians and bicyclists around the work zone.

•	This detour is anticipated to remain in place through early 
2021. At that time, a new detour route will be established 
further west and new route signs posted.
